They have conducted the operation and manage to rescue 27
Filipinos national as per information given. They also arrested
one Filipino national as a perpetrator. Investigation reveals that,
there is no any kind of exploitation instilled on the Filipinos
national. The rescued Filipinos nationals were treated as TIP
victims and no immigration case filed. Victims were given
financial assistance and reintegrated back to their families.
