ELEMENTS OF HUMAN TRAFFICKING OFFENCE
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ACT 

• procuring, buying, selling, distributing, transferring, detaining or confining, harbouring, or receipt of any 

person

MEANS (FOR ADULTS ONLY)

• threat or use of force, abduction, fraud, deception, abuse of power, using power to unduly influence a 

person in a state of physical, mental, educational, or any other vulnerability, threatening to unduly 

pursuing legal actions, or giving money or other benefits to a guardian or caretaker of such person to 

achieve the consent of the guardian or caretaker of such person to allow the offender to exploit the 

person under his or her care

PURPOSE (EXPLOITATION)

• prostitution, production or distribution of pornographic materials, sexual exploitation of other forms, 

slavery or practices similar to slavery, begging , removal of an organ for a commercial purpose, forced 

labour or services under section 6/1, or any other similar forcible extortion regardless of such person’s 

consent
